South Church Side,

Hull
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There is designated Blue Badge parking on South
Church Side. There is also a multistory car park and
further on street parking on Marketplace.
Mini-buses can drop off outside the building.

The nearest bus stops (500m away) are on Monument
Bridge (1, 1C, 55, 55A, 63, 66, 66B, 152, 153, 154) going
towards the station, other bus routes available from
Alfred Gelder Street (going to East Hull) or Bond Street
(to West Hull).

Hull Railway station is 0.6 miles/1.0km away.
